Transfer (DBT) Service through which the beneficiaries can apply for 
benefit from Schemes of various departments such as 'Social Justice and 
Special Assistance', 'Tribal Development', 'Directorate of Higher 
Education', 'Directorate of Technical Education', 'School Education 
and Sports', 'VJNT,OBC and SBC Welfare', 'Directorate of Medical 
Education and Research', etc. This benefit is received directly into the 
Aadhaar linked bank account of the eligible beneficiaries. 

Step 1.Online Application - The Citizen applies for a benefit via Direct 
Benefit Transfer(DBT) Portal. 

Step 2.Scrutiny- The applications process for scrutiny. 

Step 3.Allotment - After Scrutiny sent for allotment. 

Step 4.Disbursement - At this stage benefit is received in Aadhaar link 
bank account of respective beneficiary.
